U ruguay is considered the least-reached
country in South America. While an interest in

spiritual matters is rising amidst the secularism

and unbelief, people are more open to false

religious systems, including the occult. At the
same time, however , evangelical group s find that
this new spiritual openness gives them

opportunities to share Christ as never before.

DA WN ministries, working with several group S,

has planted over 1,000 new churches and is

planning to st art over a thousand more by 2010.

Many Uruguayan women p articip ate in the social,
economic and political life of the country and are
educated professionals. Their lives are very busy
as they divide their time between home chores,

caring for children and working to help with the

family finances. Although many Uruguayans are

af filiated with the Catholic Church, only 1.2

percent attend Mass (Operation W orld, 21st

Century Edition).

Paraguay’ s 5.6 million people speak a myriad of

languages: S p anish and Guarani, as well as

dialect s from immigrant s and the many indigenous
people group s.  Around 60 percent of Paraguayans

live in poverty (BBCNews.com) . Although the

Catholic Church has long dominated the spiritual
and political life, there is also much superstitious
traditionalism and occult-related bondage

(Operation W orld)

W omen from both countries have made choices
based on their cultural surroundings. Many bear
children at a young age and must deal with
infidelity that of ten leaves mothers raising the
children alone. Domestic violence is on the rise,

but most women suf fer quietly . Materialism, false
religions and secularism has lef t many lives empty

of meaning.

Paraguayan and Uruguayan women need to
experience an authentic relationship with Jesus

Christ.
