\%Ie the Nordic countries (Sweden, Norway
Finland and Denmark) were grounded in Christian
values for 1,000 years, today religious belief has
largely become a private matteAround 80% of
the population belongs to the Evangelical Lutheran
Church, but many of the members are not active.
Weekly services in Christian churches are poorly
attended. Many people observe major church
festivals, howeveas well as baptisms, weddings
and funerals. Churches have diluted the message
of Jesus as the only way to God and prayers have
become weak and silent. Society has become very
secular in the last decade. As a result of
immigration trends, large noBhristian religious
communities have been established, especially in
Denmark and Sweden.

Government programs have created many
opportunities for women, and women in the
Nordic countries have one of the world’s highest
employment rates. But it is difficult for many of
them to find balance between a career and the
family Nordic women also face challenges such
as domestic violence. Families are exposed to
severe psychological stress and many relationships
in families are broken. Many people experience
loneliness due to a lack of caring relationships
with neighbors, friends and families. Some women
suffer from depression and guilt after having an
abortion, but it is not politically correct to talk
about it. It is also very difficult to speak out against
the homosexual lifestyle. &khen from other parts
of the world often are trafficked into the Nordic
countries for prostitution.

People are open to religious matters, however
and many have realized that materialism cannot
satisfy their needs. But a lack of guidance compels
many people to try and find hope and fulfillment
through spiritual sources other than Christianity
Christian churches and groups that still follow
biblical truths are crying out to the Lord for
spiritual renewal of the Nordic countries, and this
month, we pray with and for them.
