Childr en often ar e a bandoned or left in

the car e of f amil y w ho pr o vide little or no

super vision and lo v e .

Abor tion r a tes w er e c lose to 60 per cent in the 1990s

in Centr al/Easter n Eur ope , and w er e still the highest

w or ld wide in 2003 with 105 a bor tions f or e v er y 100

li v e bir ths . Although a bor tion r a tes dr opped to

ar ound 36 per cent b y 2005 in Bulg aria and Ukr aine ,

in most Centr al/Easter n Eur ope countries a bor tions

ar e allo w ed on demand up to 12 w eeks g esta tion and

ar e used as a common f or m of bir th contr ol.
