T he people cannot af f or d the

a v aila b le f ood. Haiti is also pla gued b y violence betw een

ri v al g angs and political g r oups . T hese ca tastr ophic

conditions cause man y Haitians to seek a better lif e in

the U .S . or other Carib bean na tions , inc luding

neighboring Dominican R e pub lic .

T he Dominican R e pub lic is a major tourist destina tion

f or Eur opeans , Americans and Asians . Y oung po v er ty-

stric k en Dominican and Haitian w omen often ar e

f or ced into pr o viding the high demand f or e x otic

enter tainment and pr ostitution. W omen and c hildr en

ar e also tr af f ic k ed to La tin America and Eur ope .

R e por ts estima te 2,000 Haitian c hildr en ar e tr af f ic k ed

into the Dominican R e pub lic ann uall y . T r af f ic king-

r ela ted la w enf or cement r emains v er y w eak.

W ith its limited fr eedom, Cuba fr eel y of f er s a bor tions

tha t killed o v er 62,000 ba bies in 2005 alone . Sadl y ,

w omen ar e not inf or med of the dang er s the y f ace , and

belie v e tha t since the pr ocedur es ar e pr o vided b y the

hospital, the y m ust be saf e . P ain, sic kness , r emor se and

possib le inf er tility or dea th fr om complica tions ar e

ignor ed b y those w ho sa y the y car e a bout these w omen.
